Congress that missile defense systems of the People’s 2

(1) IN GENERAL.— Of the funds authorized to be 16

appropriated by this Act or otherwise made available 17

tional security interest of both Israel and the United 12

(2) the move towards such a second-source capac-14

ity in the United States for integration and assembly 15

of all-up rounds of the Iron Dome short-range rocket 16

defense program will further enhance the security of 17

Israel by ensuring added production capability of 18

such vital program.

SEC. 235. ADDITIONAL MISSILE DEFENSE RADAR FOR THE 20

PROTECTION OF THE UNITED STATES HOME-21

LAND. 22

(a) DEPLOYMENT OF LONG-RANGE DISCRIMINATING 23

bilities in time to support the missile defense of 17

the United States from long-range ballistic mis-18

sile threats from Iran. 19

SEC. 236. EVALUATION OF OPTIONS FOR FUTURE BAL-20

LISTIC MISSILE DEFENSE SENSOR ARCHITEC-21

TURES. 22

(a) EVALUATION REQUIRED.— 23

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense, act-24

ing through the Commander of the United States 25
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Strategic Command, shall conduct an evaluation of 1

options and alternatives for future sensor architec-2

tures for ballistic missile defense in order to enhance 3

the ballistic missile defense capabilities of the United 4

States.

(G) Kill assessment. 16

(4) SENSOR ARCHITECTURE CAPABILITIES.—At 17

a minimum, maximization or improvement of sensor- 18

related capabilities as follows: 19

(A) Handling of increasing raid sizes. 20

(B) Precision tracking of threat missiles. 21

(C) Providing fire-control quality tracks of 22

evolving threat missiles. 23

(D) Enabling launch-on-remote and engage- 24

on-remote capabilities. 25
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(E) Discriminating lethal objects (war-1

heads) from other objects. 2

(F) Effectively assessing the results of en-3

gagements. 4

(G) Enabling enhanced shot doctrine. 5

(H) Other capabilities that the Secretary of 6

Defense determines appropriate. 7

(c) REPORT.— 8

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than one year after 9

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 10

shall submit to the congressional defense committees a 11

report setting forth the results of the evaluation re-12

quired by subsection (a).

SEC. 237. PLANS TO IMPROVE THE GROUND-BASED MID-10

COURSE DEFENSE SYSTEM. 11

(a) IMPROVED KILL ASSESSMENT CAPABILITY.—The 12

Director of the Missile Defense Agency, in consultation with 13

the Commander of the United States Strategic Command 14

and the Commander of the United States Northern Com-15

develop an interim capability for improved hit assessment 14

for the ground-based midcourse defense system that can be 15

integrated into near-term exo-atmospheric kill vehicle up-16

grades and refurbishment. 17

(c) REPORT ON IMPROVED CAPABILITIES.—Not later 18

than April 1, 2014, the Director, the Commander of the 19

United States Strategic Command, and the Commander of 20

SEC. 238. REPORT ON POTENTIAL FUTURE HOMELAND BAL-3

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 6

of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense commit-7

tees a report on potential future options for enhancing the 8

ballistic missile defense of the homeland of the United 9

States.

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(2) A description of the current capability of the 1

ballistic missile defense of the homeland of the United 2

States to defend against the current threat of limited 3

ballistic missile attack (whether accidental, unauthor-4

ized, or deliberate), particularly from countries such 5

as North Korea and Iran.

(3) A description of the status of efforts to correct 7

the problems that caused the flight test failures of the 8

ground-based midcourse defense system in December 9

2010 and July 2013 and plans for future efforts, in-10

cluding additional flight testing, to demonstrate that 11

the problems have been successfully corrected.

(4) A description of planned improvements to the 13

missions of members of a unit of the National Guard 18

in American Samoa and the Commonwealth of the 19

Northern Mariana Islands, based on the allocation de-20

rived from paragraph (1), and the equipment, includ-21

ing maintenance, required to support such force struc-22

ture. 23

(3) The presence of existing infrastructure to 24

support a unit of the National Guard in American 25
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Samoa and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mar-1

iana Islands, and the requirement for additional in-2

frastructure, including information technology infra-3

structure, to support such force structure, based on the 4

allocation derived from paragraph (1). 5

(4) How a unit of the National Guard in Amer-6

ican Samoa and the Commonwealth of the Northern 7

Mariana Island would accommodate the National 8

Guard Bureau’s ‘‘Essential Ten’’ homeland defense 9

capabilities (i.e., aviation, engineering, civil support 10

teams, security, medical, transportation, mainte-11

nance, logistics, joint force headquarters, and commu-12

nications) and reflect regional needs. 13

(5) The manpower cadre, both military per-14

sonnel and full-time support, including National 15

Guard technicians, required to establish, maintain, 16

and sustain a unit of the National Guard in Amer-17

ican Samoa and the Commonwealth of the Northern 18

Mariana Islands, and the ability of American Samoa 19

and of the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana 20

Islands to support demographically a unit of the Na-21

tional Guard at each location.

(6) The ability of a unit of the National Guard 23

in American Samoa and the Commonwealth of the 24

Northern Mariana Islands to maintain unit readiness 25
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and the logistical challenges associated with transpor-1

tation, communications, supply/resupply, and train-2

ing operations and missions.

SEC. 701. FUTURE AVAILABILITY OF TRICARE PRIME FOR 3

CERTAIN BENEFICIARIES ENROLLED IN 4

TRICARE PRIME. 5

Section 732 of the National Defense Authorization Act 6

for Fiscal Year 2013 (Public Law 112–239; 126 Stat. 1816) 7

is amended— 8

(1) by redesignating subsection (b) as subsection 9

(c); and 10

(2) by inserting after subsection (a) the following 11

new subsection (b): 12

‘‘(b) ACCESS TO TRICARE PRIME.— 13

‘‘(1) ONE-TIME ELECTION.—Subject to para-14

graph (3), the Secretary shall ensure that each af-15

fected eligible beneficiary who is enrolled in 16

TRICARE Prime as of September 30, 2013, may 17

make a one-time election to continue such enrollment 18

in TRICARE Prime, notwithstanding that a contract 19

described in subsection (a)(2)(A) does not allow for 20

such enrollment based on the location in which such 21

beneficiary resides.

that— 13

(1) the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of 14

Veterans Affairs have failed to implement a solution 15

that allows for seamless electronic sharing of medical 16

(2) despite the significant amount of read-only 18

information shared between the Department of De-19

fense and Department of Veterans Affairs, most of the 20

information shared as of the date of the enactment of 21

this Act is not standardized or available in real time 22

to support all clinical decisions.

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(1) shall each ensure that the electronic health 1

record systems of the Department of Defense and the 2

Department of Veterans Affairs are interoperable with 3

an integrated display of data, or a single electronic 4

health record, by complying with the national stand-5

ards and architectural requirements identified by the 6

Interagency Program Office of the Departments (in 7

this section referred to as the ‘‘Office’’), in collabora-8

tion with the Office of the National Coordinator for 9

Health Information Technology of the Department of 10

Health and Human Services; and 11

(2) shall each deploy modernized electronic 12

health record software supporting clinicians of the 13

Departments by no later than December 31, 2016, 14

while ensuring continued support and compatibility 15

with the interoperability platform and full standards- 16

based interoperability. 17

(c) DESIGN PRINCIPLES.—The interoperable electronic 18

health records with integrated display of data, or a single 19

electronic health record, established under subsection (b) 20

shall adhere to the following principles: 21

(1) To the extent practicable, efforts to establish 22

such records shall be based on objectives, activities, 23

and milestones established by the Joint Executive 24
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Committee Joint Strategic Plan Fiscal Years 2013– 1

2015, as well as future addendums or revisions. 2

(2) Transition the current data exchanges be-3

tween the Departments and private sector health care 4

providers where practical to modern, open-architec-5

ture frameworks that use computable data mapped to 6

national standards to make data available for deter-7

mining medical trends and for enhanced clinician de-8

cision support. 9

(3) Principles with respect to open architecture 10

standards, including— 11

(A) adoption of national data standards; 12

(B) if such national standards do not exist 13

as of the date on which the record is being estab-14

lished, adoption of the articulation of data of the 15

Health Data Dictionary until such national 16

standards are established; 17

(C) use of enterprise investment strategies 18

that maximize the use of commercial best prac-19

tices to ensure robust competition and best value; 20

(D) aggressive life-cycle sustainment plan-21

ning that uses proven technology insertion strat-22

egies and product upgrade techniques; 23

(E) enforcement of system design trans-24

parency, continuous design disclosure and im-25
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provement, and peer reviews that align with the 1

requirements of the Federal Acquisition Regula-2

tion; and 3

(F) strategies for data management rights 4

to ensure a level competitive playing field and 5

access to alternative solutions and sources across 6

the life-cycle of the programs. 7

(4) By the point of deployment, such record must 8

be at a generation 3 level or better for a health infor-9

mation technology system. 10

(5) To the extent the Secretaries consider feasible 11

and advisable, principles with respect to— 12

(A) the creation of a health data authori-13

tative source by the Department of Defense and 14

the Department of Veterans Affairs that can be 15

accessed by multiple providers and standardizes 16

the input of new medical information; 17

(B) the ability of patients of both the De-18

partment of Defense and the Department of Vet-19

erans Affairs to download, or otherwise receive 20

electronically, the medical records of the patient; 21

and 22

(C) the feasibility of establishing a secure, 23

remote, network-accessible computer storage sys-24

tem to provide members of the Armed Forces and 25
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veterans the ability to upload the health care 1

records of the member or veteran if the member 2

or veteran elects to do so and allow medical pro-3

viders of the Department of Defense and the De-4

partment of Veterans Affairs to access such 5

records in the course of providing care to the 6

member or veteran. 7

(d) PROGRAMS PLAN.—Not later than January 31, 8

2014, the Secretaries shall prepare and brief the appro-9

priate congressional committees with a detailed programs 10

plan for the oversight and execution of the interoperable 11

electronic health records with an integrated display of data, 12

or a single electronic health record, established under sub-13

section (b). This briefing and supporting documentation 14

shall include— 15

(1) programs objectives; 16

(2) organization; 17

(3) responsibilities of the Departments; 18

(4) technical objectives and design principles; 19

(5) milestones, including a schedule for the devel-20

opment, acquisition, or industry competitions for ca-21

pabilities needed to satisfy the technical system re-22

quirements; 23

(6) data standards being adopted by the pro-24

grams; 25
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(7) outcome-based metrics proposed to measure 1

the performance and effectiveness of the programs; 2

and 3

(8) the level of funding for fiscal years 2014 4

through 2017. 5

(e) LIMITATION ON FUNDS.—Not more than 25 percent 6

of the amounts authorized to be appropriated by this Act 7

or otherwise made available for development, procurement, 8

modernization, or enhancement of the interoperable elec-9

tronic health records with an integrated display of data, 10

or a single electronic health record, established under sub-11

section (b) for the Department of Defense or the Department 12

of Veterans Affairs may be obligated or expended until the 13

date on which the Secretaries brief the appropriate congres-14

sional committees of the programs plan under subsection 15

(d). 16

(f) REPORTING.— 17

(1) QUARTERLY REPORTING.—On a quarterly 18

basis, the Secretaries shall submit to the appropriate 19

congressional committees a detailed financial sum-20

mary. 21

(2) NOTIFICATION.—The Secretary of Defense 22

and Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall submit to the 23

appropriate congressional committees written notifi-24

cation prior to obligating funds for any contract or 25
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task order for electronic health record system mod-1

ernization efforts that is in excess of $5,000,000. 2

(g) REQUIREMENTS.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than October 1, 4

‘‘(1) the name and a brief description of the na-19

tional security space capability that was impacted by 20

an attempt by a foreign actor to disrupt, degrade, or 21

destroy a United States national security space capa-22

bility; 23

‘‘(2) a description of such attempt, including the 24

foreign actor, the date and time of such attempt, and 25
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any related capability outage and the mission impact 1

of such outage; and 2

‘‘(3) any other information the Commander con-3

siders relevant. 4

‘‘(c) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES DE-5

FINED.—In this section, the term ‘appropriate congres-6

sional committees’ means— 7

‘‘(1) the congressional defense committees; and 8

‘‘(2) with respect to a notice or notification re-9

(5) Any assurances provided by the government 13

of the foreign country to which the individual is to 14

be transferred, including that— 15

(A) such government maintains control over 16

any facility at which the individual is to be de-17

tained if the individual is to be housed in a gov-18

ernment-controlled facility; and 19

(B) such government has taken or agreed to 20

take actions to substantially mitigate the risk of 21

the individual engaging or reengaging in any 22

terrorist or other hostile activity that threatens 23

the United States or United States persons or in-24

terests.

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(6) An assessment of the capacity, willingness, 1

and past practices (if applicable) of the foreign coun-2

try described in paragraph (5) in meeting any assur-3

ances it has provided, including assurances under 4

paragraph (5) regarding its capacity and willingness 5

to mitigate the risk of reengagement.

(7) Any record of cooperation by the individual 7

‘‘(b) PROCEDURES.—(1) The Secretary of Defense shall 12

establish and submit to the congressional defense committees 13

procedures for complying with the requirements of sub-14

section (a) consistent with the national security of the 15

United States and the protection of operational integrity. 16

‘‘(2) The congressional defense committees shall ensure 17

that committee procedures designed to protect from unau-18

thorized disclosure classified information relating to na-19

tional security of the United States are sufficient to protect 20

the information that is submitted to the committees pursu-21

ant to this section.

lic hearing or proceeding described in paragraph (2) 9

unless the military judge or investigating officer, as 10

applicable, after receiving clear and convincing evi-11

dence, determines that testimony by the victim of an 12

offense under this chapter would be materially altered 13

if the victim heard other testimony at that hearing or 14

proceeding. 15

‘‘(4) The right to be reasonably heard at any of 16

the following: 17

‘‘(A) A public hearing concerning the con-18

tinuation of confinement prior to trial of the ac-19

cused.

(a) DEFINING INAPPROPRIATE AND PROHIBITED RE-6

LATIONSHIPS, COMMUNICATION, CONDUCT, AND CONTACT 7

BETWEEN CERTAIN MEMBERS.— 8

(1) POLICY REQUIRED.—The Secretary of a mili-9

tary department and the Secretary of the Department 10

in which the Coast Guard is operating shall maintain 11

a policy that defines and prescribes, for the persons 12

described in paragraph (2), what constitutes an inap-13

propriate and prohibited relationship, communica-14

tion, conduct, or contact, including when such an ac-15

tion is consensual, between a member of the Armed 16

Forces described in paragraph (2)(A) and a prospec-17

tive member or member of the Armed Forces described 18

in paragraph (2)(B). 19

(2) COVERED MEMBERS.—The policy required by 20

paragraph (1) shall apply to— 21

(A) a member of the Armed Forces who ex-22

ercises authority or control over, or supervises, a 23

(B) a prospective member of the Armed 3

commissioned officer, warrant officer, or enlisted 12

(B) at a Military Entrance Processing Sta-14

(b) EFFECT OF VIOLATIONS.—A member of the Armed 18

Forces who violates the policy required by subsection (a) 19

shall be subject to prosecution under the Uniform Code of 20

Military Justice.

(1) IN GENERAL.—(A) The Secretary of Defense 23

eight days after an unrestricted report of sexual assault has 10

been made in which a member of the Armed Forces is the 11

victim.

(1) The installation commander, if such incident 14

occurred on or in the vicinity of a military installa-15

tion. 16

(2) The first officer in the grade of 0–6, and the 17

first general officer or flag officer, in the chain of 18

command of the victim. 19

(3) The first officer in the grade of 0–6, and the 20

first general officer or flag officer, in the chain of 21

command of the alleged offender if the alleged offender 22

is a member of the Armed Forces. 23

(b) PURPOSE OF REPORT.—The purpose of the re-24

quired incident report under subsection (a) is to detail the 25

actions taken or in progress to provide the necessary care 26
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and support to the victim of the assault, to refer the allega-1

tion of sexual assault to the appropriate investigatory agen-2

cy, and to provide initial notification of the serious incident 3

when that notification has not already taken place. 4

(c) ELEMENTS OF REPORT.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The report of an incident 6

under subsection (a) shall include, at a minimum, the 7

following: 8

(A) Time/Date/Location of the alleged inci-9

dent. 10

(B) Type of offense alleged. 11

(C) Service affiliation, assigned unit, and 12

location of the victim. 13

(D) Service affiliation, assigned unit, and 14

location of the alleged offender, including infor-15

mation regarding whether the alleged offender 16

has been temporarily transferred or removed 17

from an assigned billet or ordered to pretrial 18

confinement or otherwise restricted, if applicable.

FORCE BASE, VENTURA COUNTY, CALI-12

FORNIA. 13

(a) CONVEYANCE AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary of the 14

Navy may convey, without consideration, to Ventura Coun-15

ty, California (in this section referred to as the ‘‘County’’), 16

all right, title, and interest of the United States in and to 17

the real property, including any improvements thereon, 18

consisting of former Oxnard Air Force Base for the purpose 19

of permitting the County to use the property for public pur-20

poses. 21

(b) CONDITION ON USE OF REVENUES.—If the prop-22

erty conveyed under subsection (a) is used, consistent with 23

such subsection, for a public purpose that results in the gen-24

the United States shall have the right of immediate entry 14

onto such real property. A determination by the Secretary 15

under this subsection shall be made on the record after an 16

opportunity for a hearing.

(f) ADDITIONAL TERMS.—The Secretary of the Navy 18

may require such additional terms and conditions in con-19

nection with the conveyance as the Secretary considers ap-20

propriate to protect the interests of the United States. 21

SEC. 2833. LAND CONVEYANCE, JOINT BASE PEARL HAR-22

BOR-HICKAM, HAWAII. 23

(a) CONVEYANCES AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary of 24

the Navy may convey to the Hale Keiki School all right, 25
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title, and interest of the United States, or any portion there-1

of, in and to certain real property, including any improve-2

ments thereon, consisting of approximately 11 acres located 3

at or in the nearby vicinity of 153 Bougainville Drive, 4

Honolulu, Hawaii (City and County of Honolulu Tax Map 5

Key No. 9–9–02:37), which is part of the Joint Base Pearl 6

Harbor-Hickam, before such real property, or any portion 7

thereof, is made available for transfer pursuant to the Ha-8

waiian Home Lands Recovery Act (title II of Public Law 9

104–42; 109 Stat. 357), for use by any other Federal agen-10

cy, or for disposal under applicable laws. 11

(b) CONSIDERATION.—As consideration for a convey-12

ance under subsection (a), the Hale Keiki School shall pro-13

vide the United States, whether by cash payment, in-kind 14

consideration described in section 2667(c) of title 10, 15

United States Code, or a combination thereof, an amount 16

that is not less than the fair market value of the conveyed 17

property, as determined pursuant to an appraisal accept-18

able to the Secretary. 19

(c) EXERCISE OF RIGHT TO PURCHASE PROPERTY.— 20

(1) ACCEPTANCE OF OFFER.—For a period of 21

180 days beginning on the date the Secretary makes 22

a written offer to convey the property or any portion 23

thereof under subsection (a), the Hale Keiki School 24

shall have the exclusive right to accept such offer by 25
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providing written notice of acceptance to the Sec-1

retary within the specified 180-day time period. If the 2

Secretary’s offer is not so accepted within the 180-day 3

period, the offer shall expire. 4

(2) CONVEYANCE DEADLINE.—If the Hale Keiki 5

School accepts the offer to convey the property or a 6

portion thereof in accordance with paragraph (1), the 7

conveyance shall take place not later than two years 8

after the date of the Hale Keiki School’s written ac-9

ceptance.

Navy may convey to the Philadelphia Regional Port Au-16

thority (in this section referred to as the ‘‘Port Authority’’) 17

all right, title, and interest of the United States in and to 18

a parcel of real property, including any improvements 19

thereon, consisting of approximately .595 acres located at 20

the Philadelphia Naval Shipyard, Philadelphia, Pennsyl-21

vania.

conditions in connection with the conveyance under sub-22

section (a) as the Secretary considers appropriate to protect 23

the interests of the United States. 24
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SEC. 2835. LAND CONVEYANCE, CAMP WILLIAMS, UTAH. 1

(a) CONVEYANCE AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary of the 2

Interior, acting through the Bureau of Land Management, 3

may convey, without consideration, to the State of Utah 4

all right, title, and interest of the United States in and to 5

certain lands comprising approximately 420 acres, as gen-6

erally depicted on a map entitled ‘‘Proposed Camp Wil-7

liams Land Transfer’’ and dated June 14, 2011, which are 8

located within the boundaries of the public lands currently 9

withdrawn for military use by the Utah National Guard 10

and known as Camp Williams, Utah, for the purpose of 11

permitting the Utah National Guard to use the conveyed 12

land for military purposes.

(d) ADDITIONAL TERMS.—The Secretary of the Inte-8

rior, in consultation with the Secretary of the Army, may 9

require such additional terms and conditions in connection 10

with the conveyance under subsection (a) as the Secretary 11

of the Interior considers appropriate to protect the interests 12

of the United States. 13

SEC. 2836. CONVEYANCE, AIR NATIONAL GUARD RADAR 14

SITE, FRANCIS PEAK, WASATCH MOUNTAINS, 15

UTAH. 16

(a) CONVEYANCE AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary of the 17

Air Force may convey, without consideration, to the State 18

of Utah (in this section referred to as the ‘‘State’’), all right, 19

title, and interest of the United States in and to the struc-20

tures, including equipment and any other personal prop-21

erty related thereto, comprising the Air National Guard 22

radar site located on Francis Peak, Utah, for the purpose 23

(b) PAYMENT OF COSTS OF CONVEYANCE.— 3

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(c) RESERVATION.—The land withdrawn by subsection 1

manage the land withdrawn and reserved by that section 24

(d) ANNUAL REVIEW.—The Secretary of the Navy and 8

14

‘‘(F) Reviewing cost and schedule baselines for 15

projects under section 4713 of that Act (50 U.S.C. 16

2753) and managing notifications to the congres-17

sional defense committees of cost overruns under that 18

section.

‘‘(2) A review conducted under paragraph (1)(B) shall 20

be considered an inherently governmental function, but the 21

Director may use data collected by a national security lab-22

oratory or a management and operating contractor of the 23

Administration in conducting such a review. 24
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‘‘(3) The Director shall submit to Congress a report 1

on any major programmatic deviations from the future- 2

years nuclear security program discovered in conducting a 3

review under paragraph (1)(B) at or about the time the 4

budget of the President is submitted to Congress under sec-5

tion 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, for the next 6

fiscal year. 7

‘‘(e) DATA COLLECTION AND ACCESSIBILITY.—The Ad-8

ministrator, acting through the Director, shall, as appro-9

priate, seek to use procedures, processes, and policies for col-10

lecting cost data and making that data accessible that are 11

similar to the procedures, processes, and policies used by 12

the Defense Cost Analysis Resource Center of the Office of 13

Cost Assessment and Program Evaluation of the Depart-14

ment of Defense for those purposes. 15

‘‘(f) STAFF.—The Administrator shall ensure that the 16

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‘‘(2) making a determination in writing, in un-1

classified or classified form, that— 2

‘‘(A) the use of the authority under sub-3

section (a) is necessary to protect national secu-4

rity by reducing supply chain risk; 5

‘‘(B) less restrictive measures are not rea-6

sonably available to reduce the supply chain 7

risk; and 8

‘‘(C) in a case in which the Secretary plans 9

to limit disclosure of information under sub-10

section (a)(2), the risk to national security of the 11

disclosure of the information outweighs the risk 12

of not disclosing the information; and 13

‘‘(3) submitting to the appropriate congressional 14

committees, not later than seven days after the date 15

on which the Secretary makes the determination 16

under paragraph (2), a notice of such determination, 17

in classified or unclassified form, that includes— 18

‘‘(A) the information required by section 19

3304(e)(2)(A) of title 41, United States Code; 20

‘‘(B) a summary of the risk assessment re-21

quired under paragraph (1); and 22

‘‘(C) a summary of the basis for the deter-23

mination, including a discussion of less restric-24

tive measures that were considered and why such 25
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measures were not reasonably available to reduce 1

supply chain risk. 2

‘‘(c) NOTIFICATIONS.—If the Secretary has exercised 3

the authority under subsection (a), the Secretary shall— 4

‘‘(1) notify appropriate parties of the covered 5

procurement action and the basis for the action only 6

to the extent necessary to carry out the covered pro-7

curement action; 8

‘‘(2) notify other Federal agencies responsible for 9

procurement that may be subject to the same or simi-10

lar supply chain risk, in a manner and to the extent 11

consistent with the requirements of national security; 12

and 13

‘‘(3) ensure the confidentiality of any notifica-14

tions under paragraph (1) or (2). 15

‘‘(d) LIMITATION OF REVIEW.—No action taken by the 16

Secretary under the authority under subsection (a) shall be 17

subject to review in any Federal court. 18

‘‘(e) REVIEW BY COMPTROLLER GENERAL OF THE 19

UNITED STATES.—Not later than one year after the effec-20

tive date specified in subsection (g)(1), and annually for 21

four years thereafter, the Comptroller General of the United 22

States shall— 23

‘‘(1) review the authority provided under sub-24

section (a), including— 25
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‘‘(A) the adequacy of resources, such as 1

trained personnel, to effectively exercise that au-2

thority during the four-year period beginning on 3

that effective date; and 4

‘‘(B) the sufficiency of determinations under 5

subsection (b)(2); 6

‘‘(2) review the thoroughness of the process and 7

ered item of supply’ means an item— 11

‘‘(A) that is purchased for inclusion in a 12

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‘‘(B) The consideration of proposals for and 1

issuance of a task or delivery order for a covered 2

system or a covered item of supply, as provided 3

in section 4106(d)(3) of title 41, United States 4

Code, where the task or delivery order contract 5

concerned includes a contract clause establishing 6

a requirement relating to supply chain risk. 7

‘‘(C) Any contract action involving a con-8

tract for a covered system or a covered item of 9

supply if the contract includes a clause estab-10

lishing requirements relating to supply chain 11

risk. 12

‘‘(4) COVERED PROCUREMENT ACTION.—The 13

term ‘covered procurement action’ means, with respect 14

to an action that occurs in the course of conducting 15

a covered procurement, any of the following: 16

‘‘(A) The exclusion of a source that fails to 17

meet qualification requirements established pur-18

suant to section 3311 of title 41, United States 19

Code, for the purpose of reducing supply chain 20

risk in the acquisition of covered systems. 21

‘‘(B) The exclusion of a source that fails to 22

achieve an acceptable rating with regard to an 23

evaluation factor providing for the consideration 24

of supply chain risk in the evaluation of pro-25
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posals for the award of a contract or the issuance 1

of a task or delivery order. 2

‘‘(C) The withholding of consent for a con-3

tractor to subcontract with a particular source 4

or the direction to a contractor for a covered sys-5

tem to exclude a particular source from consider-6

ation for a subcontract under the contract. 7

‘‘(5) COVERED SYSTEM.—The term ‘covered sys-8

tem’ means the following: 9

‘‘(A) National security systems (as defined 10

in section 3542(b) of title 44, United States 11

Code) and components of such systems. 12

‘‘(B) Nuclear weapons and components of 13

nuclear weapons. 14

‘‘(C) Items associated with the design, devel-15

opment, production, and maintenance of nuclear 16

weapons or components of nuclear weapons. 17

‘‘(D) Items associated with the surveillance 18

of the nuclear weapon stockpile. 19

‘‘(E) Items associated with the design and 20

development of nonproliferation and counterpro-21

liferation programs and systems. 22

‘‘(6) SUPPLY CHAIN RISK.—The term ‘supply 23

chain risk’ means the risk that an adversary may 24

sabotage, maliciously introduce unwanted function, or 25
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otherwise subvert the design, integrity, manufac-1

turing, production, distribution, installation, oper-2

ation, or maintenance of a covered system or covered 3

item of supply so as to surveil, deny, disrupt, or oth-4

erwise degrade the function, use, or operation of the 5

system or item of supply. 6

‘‘(g) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 7

on the date that is 180 days after the date of the en-9

actment of the National Defense Authorization Act for 10

Fiscal Year 2014.
